Fees, Registration and Eligibility

Fees for the camp are $410.00 for an overnight camper and
$350.00 for a day camper. Included in the overnight fee is accom-
modations in dorms with breakfast, lunch and dinner. The day
camper fee includes lunch and dinner. All campers will receive a
reversible jersey and the use of the college facilities in between
field sessions.
